Old Business:

1. Update on December HSAC meeting in Jefferson City    
· Ron Potter:

· Reported on the proposal presented by Missouri Science and Technology Institute using remaining $200,000 from 2006 and 2007 funding that will expire this summer.

· Interoperable communication efforts will begin in the Bootheel and then across Region D followed by other portions of the state.  

· Dorothy Wittorff-Sandgren:

· HSAC – did not approve any funding across the state, including Region D  FY10 requests
· Additional presentations were provided by Sprint, Pathfinder groups, Notification IPAWS.
· Strict about grants being spent within two years.  

2. FY11 RHSOC Funding Allocations (Dorothy Wittorff-Sandgren) 
· Remaining 2008 funds have been spent following the purchase of WebEOC
· 2009 allocations have been purchased or are in the bid process, though there is some money (approximately 20,000) available for reallocation
· 2010 applications are required from communities by the end of January
· 2011 Investment Justifications (IJ) types are being determined 
· Next RHSOC meeting on January 19 will be held at 1901 E Cleveland, Monett.

3. WebEOC: Lynn
· WebEOC has been purchased for use throughout Area D
· WebEOC is promoted by SEMA and is used by adjoining states and the Kansas City area 

4. Incident Support Team (IST) Update (Bill Sexton)
· Forms have been established

· Standardized uniform with embroidered logo
· Team will schedule half day training and communication

· Purchased incident action plan software to be used across the region. 
5.  Report on the Four Corners Conference
· 95 attendees representing all four states, state EMAs and FEMA

· Earthquake exercise held to investigate response challenges associated with surrounding states 
· Other conference presentations included school planning, sheltering those with functional needs, and NWS impact-based services that combine weather parameters to form a greater impact (ice + wind= a greater power outage than ice alone)  
· Next Four Corners Conference: November 30-December 2, 2011 

4. Credentialing: Elliot Systems do not qualify for credentialing.
· Not everyone that responds needs to be credentialed. Responders will need to be credentialed while volunteers will only need IDs which Elliot System may be used for. 
New Business:

1. MODOT Post Incident Bridge Inspections Training (PIBIT) Presentation – Gary McLarry and Darin Hamelink
· PIBIT inspections follow major earthquakes, fire, flood, and collision damage
· Basic training for maintenance and construction

· Established in 2004, refresher training every two years
· Communication is a key component

· Report Forms, including how and who to report to
Goals:
· Close bridges that are not safe, quickly reopen bridges that are safe

· Ensure employee know what to do

· Map bridges and assignments

· Simple 10 point inspection

· Provide traffic control as soon as possible 

Question: Time frame to accomplish inspections in southwest Missouri following a New Madrid Earthquake? Answer: 1-3 days.  Depends on:

· Amount/appearance of damage
· Ability to travel between bridges (including impact of downed power lines)

· Staff ability
· Ability to communicate with personnel
· 500+ bridges in Springfield district and 30 district sheds

· Priority response routes inspected before minor routes
· Following assigned area, personnel move east as part of the MODOT state response plan

Question: Impact of Aftershocks.  Answer: Need to reinspect varies, though instruction is generally if you can feel it you need to reinspect bridges.

2. NLE11 Exercise – May 2011 Discussion  (AJ Lehmen)
· Day 1, Monday – Day 4, Thursday with Hot Wash on Friday.

· SEMA will operate from 7 am to 7 pm, with the Simulation Cell operating on a 24 hour basis Monday through Thursday to answer questions/coordinate activities.

· AJ has distributed an exercise inject form, through Candy.  With 80% of the state playing, all inject requests must be filled out and sent in by 2/11 (for Region D) and on February 16-17 in Jefferson City, the  master sequence of events will be established by the national 3/1/11 deadline.  It is expected that there will be 2500 injects from the state of Misouri during the exercise.

· Along with the national exercise, there will be a SNS exercise, a patient tracking exercise and a mass care exercise running simultaneously.

· Look for the video conferencing system and WebEOC to be tested as well.
